UPDATES TO THE 2024 MSIP 6 APR CONTINUED

What is a composite score?

e The APR Composite Score represents three years of APR data.

How is the APR Composite Score calculated?

e Points earned at the indicator level are summed and divided by three creating
a three-year value for each indicator.

e Total points earned is a sum of three-year values for all indicators.

e The value for total points possible is calculated in the same way.

e The totals are used to calculate the APR Composite Score percentage.




ABOUT THE COMPOSITE

The 2024 APR data includes a composite score that includes data from 2022,
2023, and 2024. This information will serve as guidance for the upcoming
classification of districts which will be determined in January of 2026. The 2025
results will also be included in the composite scores.

Classification Composite Score:
e Accredited with Distinction: 95% and above.
e Accredited: 70% to 94.9%
e Provisionally Accredited: 50% to 69.9%
e Unaccredited: 49.9% and below
